CC: Dark-colored urine almost red per staff.
HPI: A 77-year-old gentleman who recently was found to have UTI. He was given Pyridium for the dysuria. He is post treatment with both antibiotic and the Pyridium, but he states that he has still taken some as he has had some mild dysuria. I asked if he has had any fevers, chills, back or pelvic pain, he denied all that and he had saved urine for me to look at in a clear container and it was clear, but the color of red orange that is known to happen when Pyridium and/or AZO are used. so I told him that unless he really is having pelvic pain that we would need to recheck a UA to make sure that the UTI has cleared and he stated that did need to be done because he was okay and so I told him to quit taking the Pyridium or AZO. He stated that he does not have any more and has quit taking it. Otherwise, he is feeling good and has no complaints.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Discolored urine consistent with Pyridium use, which the patient has had due to a UTI with dysuria. He no longer has the Pyridium and hopefully his urine will turn to a normal healthy color in the next 24-48 hours.
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
