CC: Followup on lower extremity edema and staff now administering patient’s medications.
HPI: The patient is a 97-year-old gentleman who was administering his medication and it became increasingly confusing for him asked to whether or not he had taken certain medications and what time medication should be taken. Now the staffs are administering he is calmer and he states that it is much easier for him.

DIAGNOSES: Atrial fibrillation, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, BPH, iron deficiency anemia, peripheral neuropathy, hypothyroid, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Amiodarone 100 mg one and half tablet q.d., fenofibrate 48 mg one tablet q.d., FES04 325 mg one tablet q.d., gabapentin 100 mg one capsule at 8 a.m., hydralazine 75 mg t.i.d.,. levothyroxine 112 mcg q.d., metoprolol 12.5 mg q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., Clearlax q.a.m., KCl 20 mEq ER one tablet q.d. along with KCl 10 mEq ER q.d., MVI q.d., and torsemide 20 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA. 
DIET: Regular with chopped meat.
