CC: Fall followup.
HPI: The patient is a 94-year-old female with severe unspecified dementia who had a fall on 08/06 a week ago today in her room apparently striking her right knee somehow and when I went to see her it was very swollen and significant bruising already developed. X-rays were obtained and the findings show joint space reduction at the tibial femoral joint space along with subchondral sclerosis and osteophytes. No fracture dislocation with impression degenerative osteoarthritic changes in right knee joint. X-ray of the left knee showed asymmetrical joint space reduction. No fracture or dislocation. Staff related that she appeared to be having more pain in her knee. She does have an order for Norco 7.5/325 mg one and half tablet p.o. q.6h p.r.n. However, the patient is not able to ask and staff are not comfortable making that assessment, which is understandable.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Left knee x-ray status post fall with swelling and bruising. There is joint space reduction, subchondral sclerosis, and osteophytes with no fracture or dislocation, impression is degenerative osteoarthritic changes in right knee joint.

2. Pain management. Norco 7.5/325 mg one and half tablet to be given q.6h. routine and t.i.d. p.r.n. now dose given. POA was contacted to relay to them the e x-ray results and what is being done for pain management.
