Ms. Jackson is an 87-year-old woman on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain and COPD. The patient, at first glance, appears very weak. She has had history of a couple of recent falls. She has had decreased appetite. Her MAC is down to 23 on the left side from 25 in the past. She is confused. Her FAST is at 6C with a PPS of 40%. The patient also could use appetite stimulant because she states she just does not have the appetite, she is not eating very much at this time, she is not sleeping, she is having increased anxiety and symptoms of sundowner syndrome; melatonin that she is receiving at this time is not helping her. She also suffers from coronary artery disease status post stent placement on Plavix, weight loss as was mentioned, decreased MAC, neck pain and back pain responding to hydrocodone at this time and a history of stroke. The patient’s difficulty with walking is most likely related to spinal stenosis and pain issues. We would recommend Periactin for appetite stimulant and sleeping medication besides melatonin at the discretion of the medical director. She is not using her oxygen. Her O2 sat today is at 95%, pulse is 75, respirations are 18, and blood pressure is 120/60. The patient has decreased mentation. She continues to use her nebulizer for her COPD on regular basis and she becomes very short of breath and decompensated with any type of activity given her advanced COPD.  Her weight has also dropped from 117 to 115.5 pounds today when I weighed her myself.
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
