The patient presents with mother with a history of injury to left fourth nail, questionable crush injury at school.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits except left fourth fingernail is avulsed from nail bed, attached at the cuticle only.
Removal of nail with Neosporin pressure dressing applied.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Avulsion, left fourth nail.

PLAN: Topical care. Follow up as needed with pediatrician or here if necessary.
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
