CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with a history of vomiting two to three times a day for the past three days with diarrhea x 1 the day before.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother was on amoxicillin for an abscessed tooth, getting breast milk.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Nursing.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, Eyes, Ears, Nose and Throat: 1+ pharyngeal edema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep testing performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis with non-strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The child was given Zofran to take as needed for nausea and vomiting, a small dose, with fluids. Follow up with pediatrician or here if necessary.
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
