HISTORY: This is a 34-year-old female here with suprapubic crampy pain. The patient states she started her period yesterday and usually gets cramps with her periods and symptoms are similar. However, she decided to come in today because she is having some discomfort with urination and pain around vaginal area.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies drug use. She reports occasional alcohol use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She denies chills or myalgia. Denies increase temperature. She states symptoms started this morning. Described she states pain is 6/10 is worse with urination.
The patient’s pain is nonradiating confined to suprapubic region.

The patient states she is eating and drinking well.

The patient reports no history of IUD use. No history of PID. No history of cervical surgeries.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/80.
Pulse 78.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Normal. Bowel sounds. No rebound. No guarding. Tenderness in the suprapubic region. Negative psoas. Negative heel tap. There is no tenderness in McBurney’s point.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Suprapubic pain.
2. Cystitis.
3. Dysmenorrhea.

4. Dysuria.

PLAN: Today, In the clinic, we did urinalysis. Urinalysis reveals trace blood. Negative leukocytes. Negative nitrites. Glucose is normal.

The patient is describing what she seems to be early signs and symptoms of UTI. She states she has had UTIs in the past. She does not want to wait until it gets worse. She indicated that whenever gets worse she becomes very sick and sometimes has to be admitted.

The patient was given the following medications: 
1. Rocephin 1 g IM.

2. Macrobid 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

3. Toradol 10 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for five days #10.

She was given the opportunities to ask questions she states she has none.
