Samantha Barnes was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Postoperative hypothyroidism.

2. Micropapillary carcinoma of the thyroid.

3. Renal calculi.

4. Status post bariatric surgery.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.1 mg, 9 pills per week, liothyronine 5 mcg daily, Effexor 150 mg daily, BuSpar 10 mg daily, and Rexulti and Seroquel.

On this visit, there were no major changes and recent lab studies showed a TSH of 4.12.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/78, weight 175 pounds, and BMI 29. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Postoperative hypothyroidism with micropapillary carcinoma, stable. She also has a history of anxiety and depression.

I have changed her levothyroxine dosage to 0.15 mg daily while continuing all the other medications.

Followup in one year.
