HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Latson is a 68-year-old gentleman currently lives with friend with history of throat cancer, glaucoma, positive HIV, gastroesophageal reflux, hypertension, and CML.
MEDICATIONS: Eye drops. Latanoprost, Plavix 75 mg, biktarvy 50/200/25 mg once a day, Prilosec 40 mg a day, nystatin solution, vitamin D 1000 IU a day, Norvasc 10 mg a day, Bosulif 100 mg once a day chemotherapeutic agent.
He has a history of throat cancer, as was mentioned recently hospitalized with nausea, vomiting and difficulty swallowing. He was treated with nystatin for esophagitis and Prilosec. His nausea and vomiting have subsided, but still having issues with eating at this time.

ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Nausea, vomiting and some weight loss. No hematemesis, hematochezia. He is very active. He is mentating well and he is able to travel with the bus to go places and do the thinks he needs to do.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does drink. He used to do electrical worker as electrician at VA Hospital. He became groundskeeper. He has one son. He is widowed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/60. Pulse 88. Respiration 18.
NECK: Shows JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a 68-year-old gentleman with history of positive HIV, throat cancer, undergoing chemotherapy and chronic myelogenous leukemia. The patient has esophagitis consistent with AIDS symptoms with weight loss, nausea and vomiting. Recent hospitalization at the VA Hospital for the esophagitis discharged with nystatin solution. He is continuing with his biktarvy at this time. Because of his weight loss and his severe debility especially in the past six months, he has been looked at for possible palliative and hospice care at home, but since he is pursuing aggressive treatment with chemotherapy Bosulif, we will hold off at this time. He has been taking off the therapeutic agent for his cancer i.e. chemotherapy.
