Thank you for this referral.

This 68-year-old female comes for evaluation today. She has a history of cirrhosis of the liver from hepatitis C. She has been treated with Mavyret in the past. The patient has completed the treatment. She is doing fairly well. However, she has gastroesophageal reflux disease with esophagitis, chronic blood loss, and subsequently iron deficiency anemia. She came for evaluation today. Her last CBC showed hemoglobin of 10.2, hematocrit 32.8, her iron was low, and her ferritin was also low at 14.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is very pleasant 68-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall, weighing 140 pounds, and blood pressure 99/58.
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Iron deficiency anemia from chronic GERD.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her 1 g of InFed in 250 sodium chloride intravenously over 2 hours and recheck her in two months.
