This 51-year-old gentleman is managed by us for the following medical conditions: High blood pressure and seasonal allergies. His blood pressure is well controlled with lisinopril, an antihypertensive medication, which he takes daily. On his last visit, his blood pressure was 132/80 which reflects excellent management and control of his blood pressure; thus, chances of complication are extremely low. He has had no surgeries in the past; he also has no communicable or other infectious disease that will affect others around him.

On recent visit, physical examination which includes labs and ultrasound were unremarkable, meaning these studies were normal. His last labs reveal cholesterol at 227 (normal cholesterol 200), triglycerides 161 (normal triglycerides 150), and LDL cholesterol 149 (normal 100). These numbers are slightly elevated, but do not indicate the need for medication. He is conscious of these numbers and is doing what is described lifestyle management, namely, exercise and diet to control these numbers and prevent them from getting higher.

Mr. Chavez is being seen by us on a quarterly basis and on every visit, we will do these laboratory studies and other radiology studies as indicated. 

This gentleman has been under our care since July 3, 2015, and during this period we have had no need to refer this gentleman for surgeries, for emergency care, or other specialty care. Generally, Mr. Chavez is in reasonable health and has no illnesses or diseases that can impact others; his current state of health is well managed by us and is under excellent control.
