CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 67-year-old African American female with shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 67-year-old African American female with two-year history of dyspnea. The patient reports that dyspnea is worsened by exertion and relieved with rest. She notes that symptoms occur on walking across the room. She denies any symptoms of chest pain or palpitations. She has had no nausea or vomiting.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

Constitutional: Unremarkable.

Skin: She reports moles.

Eyes: She has impaired vision and wears glasses.

Ears: She has deafness and discharge.

Nose: She has history of bleeding.

Oral Cavity: She has dentures.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 133/92, pulse 98, respiratory rate 18, height 62”, and weight 213 pounds.

4. Follow up in one month or p.r.n.
