CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 88-year-old female with abnormal EKG.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 88-year-old female with mildly elevated blood pressure who was noted to have an abnormal EKG. She was subsequently referred for evaluation. The patient denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitation. She has had no nausea or vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tummy tuck.
MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She notes occasional alcohol use, but denies cigarette smoking or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Essentially unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 142/98, pulse 71, respiratory rate 12, height 64”, and weight 98.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG performed on 07/14/2025 reveals sinus rhythm 62 bmp. There is left bundle-branch block. There is left axis deviation. Echocardiogram performed on 07/16/2025. Left ventricular systolic function is normal. Left ventricular ejection fraction 60-65%. There is grade I diastolic dysfunction. Left atrial volume index is less than 34 mm/sec2. Peak TR is less than 2.8 m/s. E/A ratio is less than 0.8 and E velocity is less than 50 cm/s. No regional wall motion abnormalities are noted.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Grade I diastolic dysfunction.

2. Left ventricular hypertrophy.

3. Hypertension.
4. Mild moderate aortic regurgitation with pressure half-time of 588 mm/s.

5. Mild mitral regurgitation.

6. Mild tricuspid regurgitation.
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
