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DOB: 
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This is a 67-year-old obese woman on hospice with end-stage renal disease. The patient has stage IV renal failure. She has an access placed for hemodialysis which she is no longer interested. She is obese. She is edematous. She has anasarca. She has 3+ pedal edema. She has lost tremendous amount of weight, 115 pounds. She is nauseous all the time and she has itching all the time. She along with that has 3+ edema. She also feels short of breath with rest and activity which puts her in a class IV of New York Heart Association Class of Heart Failure.

Her MAC is 35% and KPS is 40%. She is wheelchair-bound and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has continued to worsen and most likely has less than few weeks to months to live because of end-stage renal failure that she has chosen not to pursue dialysis for.
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
