Dear Ms. Levand:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Croll with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension, diabetic nephropathy, neurogenic bladder with suprapubic catheter.  His last visit was February 18, 2025.  He has lost 11 pounds since his last visit and he states that is because he is now on Ozempic and that is working very well not only controls his appetite and helps him lose weight, but his last hemoglobin A1c was down at 5.8 so he is very pleased with that.  He has had no hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, blood or melena.  No recent UTIs.  The urine is clear and he wears a leg bag when he ambulates.  No recent episodes of syncope.  No falls.  He does follow with Dr. Sevensma in Greenville for cardiology and he has no current chest pain or palpitations.
Medications:  Bumex is 1 mg daily, Eliquis 5 mg twice a day and Ozempic 0.5 mg weekly.  He is on Lantus 96 units once daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 293 pounds, pulse 74 and blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff is 144/78.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is obese and nontender.  No edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 07/21/25.  Creatinine is 1.83, estimated GFR is 38, calcium 8.5 and albumin slightly low at 3.3.  Electrolytes normal.  Phosphorus 2.9 and hemoglobin 11.3 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We will continue to check renal chemistries and CBCs every three months.
2. Hypertension, currently at goal.
3. Diabetic nephropathy with excellent control and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
