HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old gentleman with history of anxiety and eczema, here for followup for these conditions and medication refills. He states that since his last visit he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states he has no complaints.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.
Blood pressure 129/81.
Pulse 89.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.5.

SKIN: Scaly macules on the cubital fossa and popliteal fossa. No fissures. No bleeding. No fluctuance.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Eczema.

2. Anxiety.

PLAN: The patient will return for fasting labs. He could not get the labs done today. He came too late and stated he was not fasting.

Medications refilled as follows:
1. Clobetasol 0.05% ointment, apply to affected area b.i.d. for 30 days.

2. Clonazepam 0.5 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days, #180.
He was strongly encouraged to return sometime this week for labs. He states he understands and will comply.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
