HISTORY: This is a 53-year-old gentleman here for surgical clearance.

The patient stated he has an infection of the bone of his right foot and is scheduled to have surgical intervention.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Osteonecrosis, kidney disease, leukemia currently on chemotherapy.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Hernia repair.

2. Hip replacement secondary to septic joint.

MEDICATIONS: Chemotherapy, medication for hypertension, *__________*.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes, hypertension and cancer.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 162/96.
Pulse 74.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. Mild obesity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

In the clinic today, we did EKG. EKG revealed sinus rhythm with minimal voltage criteria for left ventricular hypertrophy.

Labs were drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, TSH, T3, and T4.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Osteonecrosis, right foot.

PMP AWARxE was reviewed and revealed extensive use of narcotics secondary to his current condition; he has osteonecrosis, he has leukemia. His currently on Suboxone and occasionally he will have muscle pain and joint pains.

PMP reveals last disposition of oxycodone #112. This was dispensed on 08/17/23. Next medication dispensed on 08/14/23 dextroamphetamine – this disposition he received for two months for this medication.

The patient was given opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none. However, he indicates that he will be hearing from us soon with his lab results.
