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1. JO, 51-year-old male comes in with a rash that he has had for a long time, diagnosed with eczema. Dr. Hammeke recommended over-the-counter medication. The patient has not gotten it filled because he has no money. He has had eczema for years, not in a hurry to get it fixed, he said.

2. JJ is a 69-year-old lady with flu-like symptoms. Lots of medical history. The patient has positive COVID, treated with Tessalon and azithromycin. No chest x-ray was done. I have never communicated our policy for COVID positive patients and chest x-ray with Dr. Hammeke. So, please do so. Left message for the patient to call back.

3. ER, 47-year-old male with back pain and neck pain. He was seen in the Conroe ER yesterday. No x-rays were done. Dr. H did L-spine and pelvic x-ray. X-rays showed disc space narrowing. Treated the patient with antiinflammatory and Flexeril and sent the patient for a followup. No one answered the phone. No history of trauma reported.

4. CN, 46-year-old with low back pain, dysuria, and increased blood pressure. The patient is 46 years old. She has a history of hypertension, diagnosed with UTI and Dr. H explained that the blood pressure is elevated because the patient is ill. Blood pressure is normally okay and she does have chronic hypertension. She does have medication at home. All these were well documented in the chart and the patient was very happy with the care received. Treated with sulfa drugs and Pyridium.

5. IH, 22-year-old lady with severe headache, history of migraine headaches, treated with Zofran, Imitrex, Decadron and Benadryl and refused CAT scan. Lab was okay. Urinalysis negative. UPT okay. The patient did have response to the treatment, but did not answer the phone today.

6. AR, is a 4-year-old child with left hand index finger swelling, x-ray, negative fracture, only contusions. Mother was very happy with Dr. H.

7. RB, is a 43-year-old female with right knee pain and left foot injury. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with sprain.
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8. PC, 73-year-old with knee pain. No trauma. X-ray showed tricompartmental DJD and treated with antiinflammatory.

9. TB, is a 54-year-old male with status post MVA eight days ago, had not been to an emergency room, complaining of low back pain and headache. The patient states that he lost consciousness. So, a CT of the head and neck was done. Lumbar CT showed bulges. No DVT was found. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis within normal limits. The patient was very happy with the care received. Doing much better now.

10. ML, is a 23-year-old with possible COVID, diagnosed with COVID and had some kind of rash on her ankle secondary to dermatitis. Again, no chest x-ray was done. Treated with antibiotics, sent home on steroids.

11. LP, is a 21-year-old young lady, comes in for STD check. The patient did not like the nurses because she stated that they were prejudiced toward her and then when she was explaining it to Dr. H, the doctor went out and got a nurse because she told the nurse that the patient has been somewhat threatening, so she needed a chaperone and the patient was very upset that she heard the doctor using the term threatening. Nevertheless, the patient was treated with Rocephin and azithromycin, given doxycycline and awaiting GC and Chlamydia results. Everything was done up-to-date and correctly and Dr. H, I am sure, was trying to protect herself.

12. JH, is a 28-year-old with flu-like symptoms; swab test negative, also having chest pain. The patient’s swab test was negative. The doctor wanted to do chest x-ray and EKG because of chest pain, but the patient refused and is using over-the-counter medication now for flu-like symptoms and is doing better. The swab tests for COVID were negative.

13. YW, is a 49-year-old woman with right-sided body ache status post MVA, treated with Flexeril and Toradol in the emergency room. X-rays negative. CT of the C-spine and chest x-ray and shoulder x-rays were negative. Sent home with Tylenol and Flexeril. She was very happy with the care she received.
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
