HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old young man. Mother is here today and complained that he has cough. Cough is to such an extent that he actually threw up and got choked up. No verbal complaint of any fevers or shortness of breath. No activity intolerance. There have been no chills. He does have some sinus issues going on with stuffed up nasal passages as well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seasonal allergies and gastroesophageal reflux.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Cetirizine.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. He cooperates through the exam today.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 65. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 42 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is some very mild tympanic membrane erythema, nothing ominous. Canals are clear. Oropharyngeal area: Very mildly erythematous. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this examination is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today for a strep and COVID test, they were both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough and rhinitis. The patient will be given Histex PD 1 mL four times daily, 30 mL. The patient will be monitored by mother and she will call me or return to clinic if not having significant improvement.
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
