PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/61. Pulse 77. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.4. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 140 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits. No abnormality identified.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: COVID-19 test was done today. It is negative. He is okay to return to school for my point of view.
