CC: Angry outbursts and cussing at PT.
HPI: A 75-year-old gentleman seen in his room. He is status post left BKA, wears a prosthesis and with therapist has learned to walk a fair distance with prosthesis using a walker for support. The patient can propel his manual wheelchair around the facility for getting meals or short trips. He has not yet taken to wearing his prosthesis full time. He spends his time in his room with the exception of coming out for therapy and an occasional meal in the dining room. Today, he is eating in his room and finished everything that was on his plate. He denied any pain, difficulty with sleeping or constipation. He had no needs. I brought up with him the angry outburst and the cussing at PT. He adamantly denied that and was not happy about anyone suggesting that he acted that way. With me he did become abrupt. I removed the sock and was looking at. He said that is enough and he wanted the sock back on. 
DIAGNOSES: Left BKA – learning to walk with prosthesis, pain management, iron deficiency anemia, seasonal allergies and COPD.

MEDICATIONS: B12 1000 mcg SC q. month, Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., FeSO4 one tab q.o.d., Atrovent nebulizer t.i.d., Claritin 10 mg q.d., Mucus Relief 600 mg ER q.12h.,  omeprazole 20 mg q.d., Senna Plus b.i.d., NaCl 1 g tablet two tablets t.i.d., trazodone 100 mg h.s., and D3 2000 mcg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular NAS.

HOME HEALTH: Universal Home Health.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in his recliner, having just eaten lunch and it was notable that he had shaved his head. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/72, pulse 65, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 128 pounds.

HEENT: He has no facial hair in addition to his baldhead, wearing his glasses. Moist oral mucosa. Native dentition in fair repair at best.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is able to self transfer with or without his prosthesis. He can propel his manual wheelchair. He is able to place and remove his prosthesis to include his socks. He does full care for his stump. Notes edema on his right leg and has fairly good upper body strength.

NEURO: He is alert. He is oriented x 3. His eye contact is fleeting. His speech is clear. He will answer questions in very brief answers and no eye contact. He makes it clear that he wants to be left alone, but when needed he will be very clear about what his needs are and wants them to be met quickly.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increased behavioral issues of impatience and abruptness with other people. We will increase his Depakote to 250 mg b.i.d. and Zoloft 50 mg will be started. We will assess in six weeks whether we need to increase the dose or not and if it has had benefit, we will look at decreasing the Depakote.
