HPI: An 86-year-old female with end-stage vascular dementia was observed sitting in her wheelchair. When I approached her she had been given a bag of popcorn and she was fidgeting with the top of the bag not wanting to open it or eat it. Eventually, I think she began to do so. I was able to examine her without resistance. She was verbal and it is all word salad. The patient generally is very easy to take care of and cooperative. She has had no falls or UTIs this quarter and is also due for annual labs in September. So it will be ordered today. She sleeps through the night. She is now in a wheelchair that she is unable to propel and she does not try to get out of it to start walking.

DIAGNOSES: Endstage vascular dementia wheelchair bound, history of dry eyes, history of constipation and anxiety tempered with alprazolam.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., alprazolam 0.25 mg one half tab at 2 p.m., melatonin 3 mg h.s. PEG solution q.d., Senna plus one tab q.d., Systane gel drops OU q.d., and Tums one q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, CODEINE, and PROCAINE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petite elderly female seated upright in manual wheelchair. She is quite, but appears comfortable.
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VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/62, pulse 91, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and O2 sat 93%.and weight 110.6 pounds, which is weight gain from her 05/31/23 note of 105.8 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She makes intermittent eye contact. Her speech is word salad not able to voice her needs dependent on assist for five of six ADLs. There are no behavioral issues and staff are aware of changes in her behavior that indicate pain, dysuria etc. and family aware of her status.
