CC: Spoke with family.
HPI: The patient is an 83-year-old female with Lewy body dementia, which has progressed to end-stage. She has bipolar disorder and her affect appears sad to flat there has been a clear progression in all spheres. She is now dependent on staff assist for 6/6 ADLs and is being fed, incontinent, and speaks very little. The patient’s daughter Kathy McCornack had requested to speak with me regarding her mother and I did speak with her at length. She expressed her shock at how quickly her mother has declined. She asked about things that maybe would reverse or whether there were things that she was taking that were causing it to progress that we could discontinue. I did tell her that there are medications that will be discontinued as they are no longer indicated and perhaps with the discontinuation of medications patient may be more alert and maybe interactive, but we know that the dementia will progress at some point to where we are at right now. I reassured her that she does not seem to be in pain or any emotional distress and that the goal of hospice is to help keep her stable where she is at for as long as possible and then make accommodations as she continues to transition. I reassured her that she does not have to move she was fearful that that may mean finding a new facility for her. She was tearful and sad to see her this happening to her mother which I totally sympathize with told her that we would take good care of her mother keeping her safe and comfortable. She spoke with her brother regarding hospice and she understands that it would be of benefit for her.
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
