CC: Redness and burning under right breast.
HPI: A 97-year-old female who was lying in bed. When I went to see her she was alert, told her why I was there and she was cooperative to exam. Overall, she states that she feels good, but there has been increasing discomfort under her right breast. She has had no falls and comes out for meals on occasion but let staff know what she needs.

DIAGNOSES: Insomnia, GERD, seasonal allergies, history of abdominal distention and bloating, and cognitive impairment.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/12 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN, BACTRIM, and CIPRO.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Pleasant elderly female resting comfortably but awake in bed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 124/53, pulse 74, respirations 15, O2 saturation 95%, and weight 134 pounds.

SKIN: Under the right breast there is redness and tenderness to palpation. No warmth. Skin is intact and it is pretty much from the midline under her breast extending upward to the upper part of her breast. There is no dimpling of the skin.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Inflammatory cutaneous candidiasis. Nystatin powder to be under placed on clean skin a.m. and 3 p.m. and a thin film of nystatin cream at h.s. Diflucan 200 mg one p.o. day one and then repeat in 72 hours. Discussed with the patient how this could occur and not affect the left breast when she is sitting in her living room where she spends most of her time in her recliner she tends to lean to the right with that part of the body compressed up against the recliner in her arm. She is thankful for treatment.
