HPI: A 75-year-old patient returns to the facility after having left knee replacement, which he had been wanting for some time due to severe osteoarthritis which prevented him from weightbearing and was becoming increasingly bothersome in propelling his manual wheelchair. Today, he looks breasted and I did observe him propelling his manual wheelchair back from the dining room but in his room he told me that he is weightbearing and he walks to the bathroom. Pain management is his concern right now he states that the pain medication he is receiving does not last long enough. I told him that we can adjust it for period of time but it was not going to be a permanent increase. He then went to SNF at Bellevue from 07/14 until his return here on 08/10.

DIAGNOSES: Status post left TKA.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Status post left TKA. The patient had about a month of skilled care he is able to weightbear and has ambulated only a short distance in his room. At this point, he is not going to continue with therapy. We will see how he does in a few weeks if needed can order it.

2. Pain management. Norco 7.5/325 mg will it be increased to two tablets q.6h x5 days then will go to 10/325 mg one tablet q.4h x5 days and then will assess ongoing pain care needs.
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
