CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 84-year-old gentleman who has annual labs done that are reviewed with him today. His wife was also present. The patient has multiple chronic issues to include dysphagia requiring feeding tube, urinary retention requiring suprapubic Foley catheter and history of collagenous colitis. Earlier he was seen in the hallway with physical therapy and actually walking with a walker 30 to 50 feet. He looked quite good and comfortable walking and just gave him accolades for continuing to improve his strength.
DIAGNOSES: Dysphagia with PEG tube, urinary retention with suprapubic Foley catheter, limited ambulatory status requires transfer assist and is in manual wheelchair, hypothyroid, collagenous colitis, cardiac arrhythmia and gout.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/10/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Jevity, it was 1.5 two boxes per PEG t.i.d. with H2O flushes of 60 mL q.4h. and post feeding.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Accentra.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert. He appears spry after his PT. He is oriented x3.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/76, pulse 76, temperature 98.1, respirations 17, and weight 152.6 pounds.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. H&H WNL. Platelets slightly low at 160K. There are some mild abnormalities in the differential, but no intervention required.
2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.4 and 3.3. The patient has had an increase in his Jevity from 1.2 to now 1.5 so hopefully that will help fill in what he lacks in protein and albumin.
3. Hypocalcemia. Calcium is 8.5 so very mild. No intervention required.

4. Hypothyroid. TSH is 2.71, on levothyroxine 137 mcg q.d. No intervention required.
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
