HPI: A 93-year-old with chronic anxiety and pain had annual labs drawn that are reviewed with her today. She is in her recliner as usual. She told me that she does well except when she does not get her pain pill or her nerve pill exactly on time. I pointed out to her that a few moments is not going to matter.
DIAGNOSES: Chronic anxiety, chronic pain, paroxysmal atrial fibrillation, HTN, and chronic abdominal issues.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/10/23.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular mechanical soft.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite elderly female who waxed on about her anxiety and how if her pills are in on-time that it just blows up. I talked about things that she can do to help calm herself down and establish some patience. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/57, pulse 73, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 93 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. H&H are WNL. Platelet count is low at 66K. The patient has bruising. She is very thin and a little a bit unsteady in ambulation and in addition she is on Eliquis b.i.d.
2. Completion of CMP review. WNL LFTs and renal function.
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
