CC: The patient request new wheelchair.
HPI: A 62-year-old female who was wheelchair bound for any distance. She is using a loaner wheelchair from the facility which is actually a transport chair. She is able to propel it. It is a bit uncomfortable and she would like to have her own chair. She has not had one previously provided by insurance or Medicare though she did remind me she is too young for that. The patient also has a history of cardiac arrhythmia. She has an implantable loop recorder placed recently by her cardiologist Dr. *_______*. The patient states that she had neurocomplications related to prolonged course of recovery from COVID and that is when her ability to stand straight and then ambulate for any distance was affected. She has seen a neurologist and diagnoses per neuro.
DIAGNOSES: Gait instability requires wheelchair, morbid obesity, restless leg syndrome, peripheral neuropathy, cardiac arrhythmias, HLD, HTN and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/20/23 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is pleasant, makes eye contact, is able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/77, pulse 65, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and weight 282 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is seated in the loaner WC from facility that she can get around in, but it is not indicated for long-term use. The patient is able to weight bear for short periods of time. Ambulation more than a few steps is painful and results in disequilibrium. She has no lower extremity edema. She moves her arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech.
