HPI: A 91-year-old seen in the room. She was sitting comfortably. She did not have her neck brace on which is more like a travel pillow and she was able to hold her neck up more than I had expected. The patient comes out in her manual wheelchair that she can propel for meals and some activities. Otherwise, she stays in her room.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, dementia, LEE, chronic neck and back pain, hypothyroid, glaucoma, sleep disorder and reflux.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, SULFA and CIPRO.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail elderly female seated in room. She was pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 170/96, pulse 66, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 104 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UA with C&S reviewed. The patient has visiting Angels that do part-time care with her and recently the patient apparently seemed off to one of the angels and they contacted her son/POA Kelly stating that she needed UA because she look like she had UTI. UA was obtained and it returns negative for UTI. She denies dysuria. I did encourage her to increase free water intake.
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
