CC: HTN and lab review.

HPI: An 82-year-old gentleman in room. His daughter/POA Lisa Price was present. She is pleased with how good her father looks and that his mobility has improved. He does require a walker. The patient stated he felt good. He is quiet. He is aware what is going and makes eye contact, but is a man of few words. His hypertension has been a concern for the daughter. The patient denied headache, chest pain, SOB or palpitations anytime during the day. Review of his blood pressure show that his systolic ranges from the high 140s to the 170s. There had been a recent adjustment in his BP medication, but will further adjust.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review: H&H WNL with very mild macrocytic indices, platelet count WNL, no intervention required.

2. CMP review: WNL.

3. Hypothyroid. Screening TSH is WNL at 2.90.

4. HTN. After review of BPs adjustment and his BP medication is as q.a.m. clonidine 0.2 mg and Coreg 25 mg at 2 p.m. and 8 p.m. and BP check to be 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. We will review in two weeks and make adjustments as needed.
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
