HPI: A 73-year-old gentleman with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and BPSD which has been tempered with medication yet not sedating the patient. He has a healthy appetite, coming to most meals.
ALLERGIES: Codeine, morphine sulfate and Lexapro.

DIET: Pureed.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Petite elderly male seen in room. Today is his birthday and he was celebrating with his wife.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 147/68, pulse 104, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and weight 119 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 11.2 and 34.2 with normal indices and no treatment required.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein and ALB are 5.7 and 30. The patient is a bit of a fussy eater, but he is better than we anticipated. We will look at protein drink daily.
3. Screening TSH. His TSH WNL 1.25.
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
