CC: Increased fatigue.

HPI: An 88-year-old female with advanced vascular dementia who was very concerned that she has just started feeling fatigued and she does not know why. She had a pacemaker placed about six months ago and she wonders if it is not working. She denies headache, nausea, emesis or chest pain. She is still getting out going to meals, but states that she has been resting in her room more frequently.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia, gait instability uses a walker, Parkinson’s disease, hypothyroidism, HTN, GERD, Afib on Eliquis and mixed incontinence.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, SULFA, LATEX, and LYRICA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/13/23 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Elderly female, pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/62, pulse 86, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, and weight 130 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIOVASCULAR: She has a paced rhythm, prominent heart sounds. No rub or gallop.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. She is animated. She appears at her baseline cognitively. 
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increased fatigue. Nothing evident by physical exam and she appears alert, comfortable and in good spirits though apprehensive about what might be going on. She is due for annual labs. So CBC, CMP and TSH ordered and we will follow up with her next week.
