CC: Ear check.

HPI: An 82-year-old with senile dementia and currently daughter’s concern is that she has a cerumen build up. One of her daughters states that she noted that her mother was not hearing as well so Debrox ear drops were placed and over the previous two weeks when the NP was covering for me she with the daughter present want to swap her ears and got a long string of cerumen so the daughter is wondering what remains in there. I told her that I did not bring my otoscope as I had not planned to be here today, but will be here this coming Wednesday and we will do an ear exam. The patient’s two daughters were present. They were having a slumber party with their mother stating that they had been coming every Friday and spending the night with her. The patient is aware that both of her daughters are here, but it did not seem to understand that they have been being there on Fridays to spend the night. There is one daughter in particular who seems to minimize her mother’s deficits and is having a hard time excepting overall disease process. Same daughter said to me that her mother had questions about what is dementia and wanted to know if I could address that. Asked the patient if it is something she wanted to hear about, she said yes so I gave her some very basic explanation. She just had a blank look on her face before I started and thereafter I do not think that she fully comprehended any of what I said.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/71, pulse 69, temperature 98.6, respirations 17, O2 sat 96%, and weight 124.8 pounds, a weight loss of 0.8 pounds since June.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She was lying in bed. She could reposition herself without help, moved her arms in a normal range of motion.
NEURO: The patient is oriented x1, occasionally 2. She has clear speech. She will interact, but it is clear. She has minimal comprehension of what is said and she is quiet and does not really ask questions directly. Her affect is blunted. The patient’s hearing appeared adequate.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Concern about cerumen impaction. We will do otoscope exam this coming week.
