The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for Telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Peter described that he has changed his phone number. Therefore this morning he was not able to respond. So he called the office to give the new number. Mr. Peter was cooperative and appropriate and he described that he is doing well. He is getting his Haldol decanoate through Easterseals and another he is getting from Comprehensive Counseling. He described he has no suicidal thoughts He denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. His judgment and insight is good. The patient is living in a group home and has been taking all his medications. He has chronic history of schizophrenia and has been maintained on Haldol decanoate 100 mg intramuscularly. For attention deficit disorder, he gets Adderall XR 20 mg b.i.d. He was alert, oriented and tall moderately obese Caucasian male. Mood was euthymic and affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. He denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. His judgment and insight is improved. He described without Adderall he cannot function and I also observed his behavior two times while he was admitted under my care at Ascension Oakland Hospital and it appeared that after taking Adderall he is a different person. Although the patient has never requested for increase doses of Adderall or use any drugs.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic, attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue Adderall XR 20 mg b.i.d., Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d, a 30-day supply of the medication was ordered. The patient has been getting Haldol decanoate 100 mg through Easterseals. No involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia and restlessness.
