CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also followup for hypercholesterolemia.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is in good health and does exercise without any problem.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient is also on aspirin 81 mg three or four times a week.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two adult children. The patient is a truck driver and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. His exercise is mostly walking and he is on balance food.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Rectal examination is performed and prostate is normal size.

Genital examination is unremarkable without any hernia.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
