CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of throat pain and mild cough.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed change in his voice and he has mild cough without any sputum production. There is no fever or chills.

OBJECTIVE:

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
