Mr. Lawson is a 93-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with diagnosis of multiple myeloma. Multiple myeloma is a blood cancer, which causes severe weight loss, neuropathy, hypogammaglobulinemia, also can affect the kidneys and cause anemia.

In his case, he has dementia. His anemia has left him quite weak. He has lost tremendous amount of weight, suffers from failure to thrive; he has lost over 20 pounds. He has decline in his mentation and increased confusion; he is no longer oriented to person, place, or time. His KPS is 40%. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, requires help with ALL ADL now. No longer able to ambulate and high risk of fall. Decreased appetite. Decreased mentation. Overall prognosis remains poor. He has issues with aspiration while eating; hence, the reason for the weight loss and not eating. The patient’s current MAC has dipped down to 20.8 cm on the left side. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The MAC has dipped down to 20.8 cm from an initial MAC of 21.8 cm consistent with significant weight loss.
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
