He also suffers with CHF, pressure ulcers of left heel stage IV, lymphedema, chronic anemia, atrial fibrillation, sleep apnea, mixed hyperlipidemia, hypertension, hypoxemia, repeated falls, urinary incontinence, bowel and bladder incontinence now, weakness severe. The patient has a PPS score of 50% and FAST score of 7C. Lives with Reyna, a provider. The patient’s heels are deemed unhealable because of lack of protein in his diet. He is losing weight. He has decreased appetite. The patient is expected to do poorly. Pedal edema is related to chronic congestive heart failure both mixed systolic and diastolic. The patient also suffers from right-sided heart failure, shortness of breath with minimal exertion and at rest; New York Heart Association Class IV. Given natural progression of the patient’s disease, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
