CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with complaints of memory changes.

Recent Mini-Mental status score 27/30.

COMORBID MEDICAL PROBLEMS:

Dyslipidemia, hypertension, borderline diabetes, coronary artery disease, and history of prostate cancer risk.

Dear Daniel McClough:

Thank you for referring Mr. James Bearquiver for neurological evaluation.

James reports today that he is having significant difficulty with his immediate memory.

By his report short-term memory appears to be intact as does long-term memory.

He is noticed increasing difficulty over the period of last two years in completing sentences and word recollection while writing a book that he is recently completed.

He previously worked as an industrial labor and reports that he did extensive reading and studying being self-trained in engineering.

He has had some symptoms of arthralgia recently responding to meloxicam and previous history of treatment was Celecoxib.

He is on atorvastatin, famotidine, lisinopril, and previously received pain management with tramadol.
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He does take some nutritional supplements.

His neurological examination today appears to be within normal limits.

In consideration of his complaints of cognitive decline and impairment in function with reduced immediate memory I am ordering the following:

1. We will obtain laboratory testing for dementia evaluation.

2. We will obtain a high-resolution 3D neuro-quantitative brain MR imaging study, which now can be completed in Sacramento area.

I have given him the NIH Quality-of-Life Questionnaires to complete with for more extensive assessment of his capacity and impairments.

I will see him back for reevaluation with results of testing including a home sleep study since he complains of some symptoms of dyssomnia just more recently.

I have given him prescriptions for a men’s therapeutic multiple vitamin with additional supplementation with a fireman derivative Benfotiamine 300 mg to take up to twice a day.

Today in consideration of his current medical treatment I have suggested that he take B12 supplement twice a day and I have given him a B12 injection for possible therapeutic benefit.

He will be seen for med check reevaluation with a followup report.
