Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Mr. Meyers with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, and prostate cancer.  Last visit in February 2024.  Prior fall few weeks ago.  No loss of consciousness.  Negative workup in the emergency room two days after.  No stroke or focal deficits.  He is wearing a right-sided boot on the foot for a prior chronic ulcer for the last couple of years.  He has good appetite without vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Denies any respiratory distress, chest pain, palpitations, or syncope.  Denies oxygen, inhalers or CPAP machine.  Stable edema on the left-sided.  Stable expressive aphasia.  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Notice Norvasc, metoprolol, cholesterol, diabetes management, tolerating Jardiance and Losartan.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was 122/50 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  No gross arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  1+ edema on the left-sided.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in August 2023, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline.  Present GFR 52 stage III.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Elevated calcium and low phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.2.  Normal white blood cell and platelet.  Previously low protein and low albumin.  He is not on any HCTZ or vitamin D calcium.  I do not see a recent PTH.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.

2. Proteinuria.  Non-nephrotic range.  All serology negative.

3. Blood pressure well controlled in the office.

4. History of prostate cancer.
5. Elevated calcium and low PTH.  PTH needs to be updated, in the past was suppressed.  He is not on any calcium, vitamin D or HCTZ.  I am not aware of prostate metastasis.
6. Other chemistries are stable.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
