Since the event, the patient has significant memory deficits.  The patient has significant cognitive deficits.  The patient is not able to remember her job duties.  The patient will keep forgetting her job duties.  The patient is unable to focus.  The patient has significant difficulty to follow instructions.  The patient has difficulty to follow directions.  The patient would have pressure in the head and headaches a lot.  The patient would have band like distribution around her head.  The patient also has significant ringing in the ears.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient’s headaches with sensitivity to the light.  The patient also has metallic taste.  The patient’s right ear is also has significant ringing in the ear.
