The patient is seen with history of swelling and redness to right upper eyelid for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 1+ inflammation without swelling to the right lateral superior eyelid without fluctuance or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Suspect chalazion anterior eyelid right eye.
PLAN: Advised warm compresses. Given erythromycin ophthalmic with followup with ophthalmologist or pediatrician in the next few days for further evaluation and treatment.
