CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 45-year-old male seen for initial evaluation who reports wax in his ear.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 45-year-old male who is seen for initial evaluation. He reports history of tinnitus. He further reports history of cerumen impaction. He notes that his right eye sometimes sticks together especially in the a.m., left is okay. He denies any other symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with leukemia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking or use of drugs. He notes rare alcohol use only.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As per HPI, otherwise normal.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/76, pulse 70, respiratory rate 16, height 66”, and weight 172.1 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 57 bpm. No significant ST/T-wave change noted.

IMPRESSION: He has:
1. Cerumen impaction.

2. History of tinnitus.

3. Bradycardia.

PLAN: I have scheduled him for irrigation of his ears. Labs have been ordered to include CBC, Chem-20, lipid panel, TSH, and urinalysis.
