CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 77-year-old male who is seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: As noted, the patient is a 77-year-old male with history of CVA dating to 23 years earlier. At that time, he lost his vision in the right eye. Today, he reports an episode of chest pain, which occurred when he was helping someone lift a heavy item. He was subsequently given nitroglycerin per paramedic with relief of the pain. He apparently has had some evaluation, which was unremarkable. He continues with rare chest pain. He further reports rare shortness of breath.

6. Nifedipine 60 mg one daily.

7. Jardiance 25 mg one daily.

8. Ferrous sulfate 325 mg one daily.

9. Valsartan 160 mg one daily.

10. Vitamin D3 25 mcg one daily.

11. Metformin 500 mg b.i.d.

12. Clopidogrel 75 mg one daily.

13. Pravastatin 40 mg one daily.
