CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 32-year-old female with TB exposure.

HPI: The patient is a 32-year-old female whose mother was exposed to TB. The patient’s mother is noted to have night sweats. The patient herself reports some sweat, but it is hot at night. She has had postnasal drip and cough, but is otherwise doing well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Ectopic pregnancy.
MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Parents with hypercholesterolemia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes occasional marijuana use and occasional alcohol, but no drug use otherwise.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 117/73, pulse 74, respiratory rate 16, height 65”, and weight 160 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 66 bpm, otherwise unremarkable.

1. TB exposure.

2. Postnasal drip.

3. Cough.

PLAN: CBC, Chem-20, lipid panel, QuantiFERON Gold, chest x-ray PA and lateral. Followup 12 months or p.r.n.
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
