KILLINGSWORTH, BETTY
This patient is a 69-year-old who recently presented to the Memorial Hermann Emergency Room with acute respiratory insufficiency, hypertension, multifocal pneumonia, Parkinson’s disease, rhabdomyolysis, with seizure disorder, splenic artery aneurysm who was quite hypotensive. The patient lives in a group home. The patient presented and has had hospital admissions for sepsis in the past. The patient’s other comorbidities including renal insufficiency, low albumin, protein-calorie malnutrition, recent weight loss, COPD, and DJD. The patient during the hospital developed worsening kidney function with diagnosis of aspiration pneumonia. During the hospitalization, hospice was discussed with the family because of her worsening condition, declining functional status and recurrent hospitalization. The family has now agrees with hospice admission. Overall prognosis is quite poor for this woman. She is expected to live less than six months. Most recent chest x-ray showed bilateral pneumonia with airspace disease. The patient has been made to be DNR during the hospitalization and will continue to be a DNR at home. Overall prognosis is quite poor and expected to die in six months.
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
