WONG, MAE
This is a 99-year-old woman who has been on hospice with Parkinson’s disease. The patient is no longer oriented, but to person. The patient has increased confusion, memory loss. Her daughter Ruth is her primary caregiver. She is sleeping most of the time. KPS score is 40%. She is now bedbound, no longer able to ambulate with wheelchair. The patient is eating very little despite pureed “baby food diet” high risk of aspiration because of endstage parkinsonism, decreased appetite, and weight loss. The patient weighed 95 pounds. Previously, she weighs most likely less than 90 pounds now. She is having tremors consistent with endstage Parkinsonism and most likely have less than six months to live. She remains appropriate for hospice.
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
