This 81-year-old woman originally from Houston, widowed, is accompanied by Alice who is her caregiver. She has 24/7 caregivers because she is totally bedbound and confused. She has a history of liver cancer with malignant ascites. She has extensive history of ETOH and smoking use in the past.

She is a rather obese 81-year-old woman who is no longer able to get up and down, total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent; as a matter of fact, she has a Foley catheter that gets changed every month or so. She has been sleeping a lot. She has been more confused. She thinks it is 2012 when her husband passed away, but she has no issues with pain medications that include Bentyl, Phenergan, and lorazepam that are doing a good job controlling her symptoms.

The patient appears somewhat gitty, which is common in patients with high ammonia level and endstage liver disease and cirrhosis.

Overall prognosis is poor. She has evidence of ascites and caput medusae on her abdominal wall consistent with increased portal hypertension. Even though she is obese, she has protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased albumin, decreased protein, and is quite confused, most likely has less than six months to live and is very much hospice appropriate at this time.
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
