This is a 66-year-old gentleman seen for face-to-face evaluation today. The patient suffers from COPD, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, and leg pain related to neuropathic pain.

The patient is taking Norco 5/325 mg with very little help. He would like to have his pain medications increased. The patient suffers from endstage COPD, weight loss, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, right-sided heart failure, pedal edema, and tachycardia.

The patient has oxygen available to him, but he has refused it most of the time.

His O2 sat is around 88%. He also has ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. We are going to increase his pain medication to Norco 7.5/325 mg one up to four a day. I am hoping this will increase his appetite and will reduce this significant weight loss that he is suffering and also give him some relief. Overall prognosis remains poor. We will continue with the Neurontin as well. He meets the criteria for endstage COPD and the end is very near for Mr. Cooper now.
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
