An 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of dementia.

The patient is very withdrawn. She talks very little. Our social work today was concerned about her mentation. We talked about how people with endstage dementia have a tendency to withdraw and it has been also noted by her son. She is very little. She still tries to ambulate, but she is at a high risk of fall.

She had lost 10 pounds a month and half ago and she has continued to lose weight. She has lost at least 3 pounds since last visit.

She has a MAC of 41 cm which is down 0.5 cm. KPS score is 40%.

The patient is also more short of breath than before. She has O2 in place, but she declines using it at all times, using her albuterol inhaler instead.

She has cough, congestion, and shortness of breath related to her COPD. Her other issues include diabetes and hypertension. Diabetes is not an issue since her appetite is so much so far down and she is eating very little.

Overall prognosis remains poor, most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate. Care was discussed with her son Lorenzo at the time of visit.
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
